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Patterns of Small Size Teak Product
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Abstract

The Royal Forest Department has promoted people to plant woody trees for household and
mdnsirial use according to the Economic Forest Reforestation Project since 1994. In most plantations, it
18 essential to conduct thinning to allow more light for better photosynthesis of the trees. However, the
diameter of these thinned trees is normally small and do not match demand of timber market. Therefore,
Bmmers cannot directly sale these thinned trees. There is only limit number of buyer who utilizes these
thinned trees for certain objectives, such as fuelwood. Hence their prices are low and controlled by the
buyers, not the farmers. The Royal Forest Department, therefore, promotes forest farmers to add value to
these thinned trees by establishing community wood processing workshop. This workshop normally
requires low investment for oﬁly necessary equipments which link to community knowledge and skill,
Products from this community workshop are aimed to local supply only. Extending its market to nearby
~ communities and towns is second priority, if there is a potential,

Unfortunately, types and designs of small sized wood products are limited among farmers. This
paper has compiled different patterns of small size teak wood products from several wood handicraft and
processing factories throughout main provinces of Thailand. It is hoped that information and figures
showing in this paper would help farmers or local investors to be more comfortable with pattern of the
products so th'_éy can maximize utility and value to the thinned irees. In addition, this paper aims to ease
Jocal investors or carpenters to start their business in wood processing workshop.

This paper contains the general information of teak wood to introduce the readers to be more
familiar with characteristic of teak wood, information about promotion and development of local wood
mdustry, the guideline of wood production planning, the methods of small wood processmg, and several
samples of local made small size teak furniture and products. The readers can enjoy reading and
developing their own designs of small size ‘wood products which should be better match to their

specialist and skill, so the new design of small size wood products can be innovated at local level without
