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Soil of Aquilaria sp. in Natural Forest

ABSTRACT

The study of soil characteristics was carried out by digging soil pits to study soil profile
and collecting composite soil samples at the depth of 0-15, 15-30 and 30-50 cm from 6 natural
forest resources in 7 provinces, with the total of 20 study sites. The results showed that the
soils in every site of every soil depth were extremely acid to very strongly acid (pH 3.7-4.9)
except for Chanthaburi site where the soils were moderately acid (pH 6.0). The level of
organic matter, available phosphorus, exchangeable potassium, calcium, magnesium and cation
exchange capacity of the upper soils were ranged from low to high. Exchangeable sodium in the
soils of every depth were low. The base saturation of soils in every depth were low except for
Chanthaburi site and Chaiyaphum site where the upper soils had medium base saturation. Four
types of sail texture were found in the study area including clay, sandy clay, sandy clay loam and
sandy loam of which mainly had clayey texture. The soil fertility of the soils were low to

medium.
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
