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Genetic control in Seedling growth of Phyllanthus emblica Linn.

ABSTRACT

Phyllanthus emblica Linn. fruits had been collected from 4 populations representative
of Northern part, Central part and Northeastern Part of Thailand (1,1,2 pop. Respectively).
This result was indicated that fruit and seed phenology characteristics of Phyllanthus emblica Linn.,
size , fruit weight, seed weight and number of seeds per fruit have been highly significant
differences among populations and within populations, and findings based on data for germinants
indicated that the populations with heavier seeds tended to produce taller seedlings at ten
months of age, and produce diameter at ground level bigger at 11 months of age, have been
highly significant differences among populations and within populations high heritabilities
for seedling height growth, variance component value of all characteristics greater than zero

for all population.
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
