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The improvement of gold and silver paper-burned stove
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ABSTRACT

The improvement of gold and silver paper-burned stove was taken the first step due
to the three main factors: to reduce air pollution caused by the release of CO,, to better
the living quality and the health of those who live close to the paper-burning areas, and to
help increase the income of young entrepreneurs. It was conducted by developing its appearance
so that the stove can have a completed burning. The project was initiated in the fiscal year
of 2549 B.E. and will be finished in 2551 B.E. Firstly we gathered the external looks information
of the paper-burning stoves used by the 214 Chinese-Thai families in the 18 selected provinces.
Then we noted the features of the stove which has been used most, recorded the amount
of paper used and the frequency of the burning within a year. After that, we designed 18
new more effective stoves and tested its working capability by comparing our stove to the
better-looking one which is more expensive and can be easily found in any market place.
Lastly, we gave out 240 stove users to choose the third priority of the stoves with high level
of heat utilization. We gathered the result and analyzed it together with our earlier information.
The outcome demonstrated that the stove number 17, which has feature of the golden pagoda
fisure, is able to be put on with a funnel letting out the smoke successfully. Therefore, the number
17 stove is the gold and silver paper-burned stove used in household area and the number
3 used at the shrine that is most appropriated to be promoted for its production and distribution
in the year of 2551 B.E.
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
